ITEM 3c. Consider approving the new Health Plan Benefits
update.
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Employee contributions to the Health Plan have not been increased in a number of years.
Staff is making an effort to get Health Plan costs in line with other Cities in the State. The
below proposed benefit changes and employee contribution increases are to the Medical
and Dental Health Plans.

The Affordable Care Act requires that employers give sixty days notice of any changes
that negatively impact the employee. If approved by Council and both unions, as part of
the 2017 contract agreements, these changes will take place January 1, 2017,

The following is a summary of the proposed changes to the City’s Health Plan Benefits:
Medical Plan for 1/1/2017

Increase in-network annual deductible to $500 per individual, $1200 per family
Increase employee portion of cost to $125 per month individual, $250 per family

Dental Plan for 1/1/2017

Increase coverage for Class ITI to 60% after deductible

Add orthodontia benetit of $1000 per year with no limiting age
Add premium of $5 per individual, $10 per family monthly

Vision Plan
No changes

Recommendation: Staif recommends approving the new Health Plan Benefits update.
